We have seen how that Paul is not "ashamed of the

scornful court. For 1 here is a pres~ing and awful need 
that he should thus "despise the sh a me." 

.. for the wrath of God (His holy displeasur e and 
r ighteous vengeance against sin) is revealed.'' Revealt>d 
in "the holy Scriptures," in every history, hy e very 
prophe t , by every psalmist; t his perhaps. is the main 
bearing of his thought. But it is revealed also in tha t 
mysterious God-given conscience, which is m(\re truly 
a part of ru:}n than his five senses. Conscience set-s 
t hat there H un t ternal dith zence- t>d ween ri~JH und 
wrong. 

Revela tion li fl s the veil And affir ms the fact of God 's 
wrath, and o f His coming judgmen t. Le t us not shun 
that " revelation ' ' It is not the Gospel The Gospel. as 
we know, is in itself one warm light of life alld love. 
But it can never be fully u nderstood until , soonn 
or la ter, we ha ve seen something, and believed 
something, of the anger of the Holy One. The Holy 
Ghost says of God: "God is light" (l John 1 :5): "God is 
Jove" (1 John 4: 16); "God is a cons uming fire'' ( Heb · 
12:29) ; "It is a fear ful thing to fall into the h ands of 
the liv ing G()(f ' (Heb. 10:31) "Yea ," says the Son 
of God, " [say un to y ou, Fear Him' · (Lul\e 1~:5). 

At the present time t here ;s a d eep a nd alm< st 
universal tendency to ignore the revt lation of the 
wrath of God, and the reaetion of t::uc h t bought is nnw 
u pon u ::-;. There is a t endenc y of the pul pit, and of t he 
exposi tion of th e Scriptures, to sa y in subsr an<:t'. 

" There is ntHhing in God to he afrc.id of; t ha t 1he 
words "hope" and "love'' a re enough to quid th e 
most awful murm urs of conFciencP a nd tv canct-l ihe 
plainest warniiJgs of the loYiug Lord Himsel f. And I've 
heard men sa y, " God is tuo good to send a man to 
eternal torme nt juf'lt because he didn't lwlieve" But 
Jesus sa ys. ''He that believeth not is condemned 
a lread y, because he ha th not believed" (J ohn .3 :18) . 
Some say. ' 'God has provided salvation for every 
one; .if we d on't repent in thiS life, we'li h ave a ChaiH'e 
after death I) But God SC:lYS, Betold ~ now i~ the 

accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation' ~ 

(2 Cor. 6:2) . Now, in this life, is God's accepted time to 
r eceive sinners. During t his d a y of grace, salvation is 
offe red to all who will a ccept it. The day of grace for 
ever y one ends with this life; there is no chance a fter 
death . 

Let us go to Him, the ever gracious Friend and 
Teacher. He will teach us to talte deep a nd awful 
vie \'·•s for ourselves o f both the pollu tion and also t he 
guilt of sin; nor will He encourage us to sit in judgment 
on the souls and minds of our brethren. Let us go to 
Him aR the Judge, strong and patient, "but who will in 
no wise clear the guilty."

What is That. what is He, to Whom the splendors 
of the du y and the nigh t , the won ders of the forest and 
the sea, bear witness? He is n ot only righteous Judbe 
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but King eternal. He is not only charged with my 
guidance, He has rights without limit over me. I am 
wrong altogether if I am no~ in submissive barinony 
with Him; iL I do not Slirrender and adore. 

So man, beiug what he i' aud seeing what he 
sees is "without excuse.'' Men have lost what God left 
with and in them because they did not ~ive the 
adoration due unto God, nor render the gratitude HiS 
great benefits demanded . They imagined vain things 
(Jer. 2:5. Matt. 15:1B; Luke 2:35; 1 Cor. 3:20), and 
became totalty darkened- (in the inner man). Pretending 
to be wise they became fools (1 Cor. 1 :~1). They 
exchanged the glory of God for the image of man (Acts 
17:29), and lower things (as in Egypt and East). 
Scripture maintains, or rather it states as a certainty 

' that man's lmowledge of God be~an with his being as 
man. Scripture also presents man as made in the im-

. age of God, and capable of kuowing Him. 1his i! 
proof that man did fall from a higher to a lower and 
debased conception of God. 

Then whatever process of thought leads man 
away from God, has sornewtrere in iL a faJiacy unspeak­
able and inexcusable. It must mean that something in 
him which should he awake is asleep; or that 
something in him which should be in faultless tune, as 
the Creator temper€d it. is all unstrung; something that 
should be no~' free to love and a<:rore is being "hek! 
down." Man only fully thinks aright when he is 
arigqt .. __ Tnw- ·~ ~mly i.~ he aright when he, made by 
and for the Eternal ·Holy One, rest5 wirth,gly ... in tiil.fi, 
and lives for l:ttrn. ·'The fear of the Lord is," in the 
strictest fact, "the beginning of wisdom.''

No one is ever prepared to do the 
Lord's work tllltil the Lorcl prepans 
them; and EztkieJ, like Isaiah wn:-;

Ezekiel was married and must

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ren of Israel were a rebellious na­
tion, and would b:: round the proph­
et as briers, thorns, and scorpions, 
but he was told to prophesy to the 
whole house of Israel. God oppos­
es His name to the stu\Jborn will of 
the people and, if they willuot hear, 
"yet shall know that a prophet hath 
bt:en among them. '' A hand was 
stretched out to the propi1et, bear­
ing to him a roll or book, which he 
was commanded to t:at. God's 
messeuger mu:-t first appropriate to 
himself God's truth bdore he at­
tempt to speak it to others. H·e 
found the IJook sweet as honey· in 
his mouth, which probably indicated 
the great satisfaction that would 
come to him as he made God's' will 
his will. 

vs. 4-8-After eati11g the book or 
roll which was sweet to his taste • 
Ezekiel was commanded to begin 
prophesying to the house of Israel, 
and to speak the words God gave 
him. Ezekiel was not sent to a for­
eign people whose lang-uage ·he did 
not know, but to his own· people. 
If he had been sent to a foreign 
people with a hard lauguage they 
would have listened to him, but 
Israel would not hear him. 
vs. 7-9. Israel would uot hearken 
unto God: neither would they 
hearken unto His messenger; for 
they were hard of face and hard­
h earted. The name Ezekiel means 
• ·Strengthened by God." S uch h e 
was in godly firmness aud, in spite 
of his people's opposition, he would 
be able to face them. Though in 
captivity the people were still re­
bellious and hardhearted. Such a 
situation called for a messenger 
with a face of adamant to urge them 
to repent of their sins and submit 
themselves unto God. 

vs. 10-11-The preparation of the 
heart to receive God's message is of 
first importance, then to hear with 
the ears all the words God would 
have him speak. With God's words 
in his heart, Ezekiel is commanded 
to go and speak them unto the peo­
ple iu captivity. They ought to 
hear, but whether they will hear or 
not, he must speak the words. 
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vs. 12-27-Ezekiel was guided by 
the Spirit to Tel-abib, thechieftown 
of the Jewish colony of captives: 
there he sat on the ground, "the 
throne of the miserable," seven days 
manifesting deep grief, thus win­
ning th~ confidence of the people by 
sympathy in their sorrow. Ezekiel 
alone, among the prophets, is ca1led 
a "watchman.'' As a watchman he 
continually gave warnin-g of danger 
to his people. If the wicked per­
ished in their sins, and had not been 
warned by Ezekiel, the prophet was 
held responsible for their death. 

II. Ezt:KIEL 's THIRD VISION (8:1-4). 
As Ezekiel the prophet pastor sat in 
his house surrounded by the elders 
who had come to him to hear the 
word of the Lord. he saw a vision. 
The form of a hand took him by the 
hair and t~e Spirit lifted him up 
and carried him in the vision to Je­
rusalem, that he might see the rem­
nant of Judah under Zedekiah. 

[II. VISIOX OF GLORY DEPARTI:-<G FROM 

JERUSAL!';M ( 11 :2~-25). \Vtckedness 
and idolatry grew to be so great 
with the people left nt Jerusalem 
that the visible S) mbol of God's 
presence was withdrawn from over 
the mercy sc:at. and !rom Jerusalem. 

God was reluctant to give up His 
people to the bloody seige and the 
final captivity I and He seemed to 
indicate the fact when He withdrew 
His glory from Jerusalem, by paus­
ing at the threshold I the eastern 
gate, and the M t. of Olives. When 
the vision ended Ezekiel told it all 
to his associates in captivity. 

IV. EzEKIEL A SIGN TO HIS PEOPLE 

(24 :15-24) . Ezekiel faithfully fol­
lowed the instructions given in vs. 
15-18 ana appeared not to grieve for 
his wife. When his people asked 
him to explain his actions, he told 
them ( vs. 19-24) that . Jerusalem 
would be destroyed .and many of 
their loved ones should perish, but 
that they should do as he had done. 
Thus Ezekiel was a sign unto his 
people. 

V. HEARERS BUT NOT DOERS (33:30-
33). Tbe people secretly talked 
against the prophet, and sat to hear 
him as people of God: they heard his 
words but would not do them . But 
itshall come to pass that they shnll 
"know that a prophet hath been 
among them.'' It is best to hear 
God's word when He sends it, for in 
this life only is our day of opportu­
nity to prepare for eternal life. i

heard but did not obey. Ezekiel 
realized that the people must recog­
nize the authority of God's prophet, 
and his personal responsibility; they 
must also acknowledge their. sins 
and sincerely repent, or perish.

(33:1-9). vs. 1-6-Whosoever hears 
the watchman's warning and does 
not heed it, and shall perish, "hi( 
blood shall be upon his own head~ 
but he that taketh warning shall 
deliver his soul.''

among the eaptives. 
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Daniel was of the tribe of Judah, 
and likely of the royal family, was 
carried captive to Babylon in B. C. 
606, about twenty years before the 
destruction of Jerusalem. He and 
his three companions were given in­
to the band of Ashpenaz to be train­
ed to stand before the king. They 
were called children, and Bible 
scholars tell us that Daniel was only 
twelve years old when taken captive. 
His name was changed to Belte­
shazzar which means" A prince fav­
ored by Bel.'' 

As we study his life we see how 
Daniel \-Vas blessed and favored, not 
by the god Bel, but by the God of 
heaven.

Daniel's praying brought 
him his great~st honors and ability, 
but seut him to the lions' den. But

(Christ the Rock, not Peter) I will

hell shall not prevail agdinst it."

Peter refused to obey the rulers in 
Jerusalem and wBs cast inlo prison 
aud chained. Joseph likewise refus· 
ed to partake of forbidden fruit, and 
in neither case were the gates of 
ht> ll able to prevail agaitJst them, 
although in Joseph's case it was for 
him to abide patiently God's time. 
Beloved, these testimonies of God's 

<'hosen servants should thrill our 
sonls with joy unspeakable and ftill 
of glory. Therefore how watchful 
we should be at all times, prayer­
fully seeking. through t IH~ word and 
meditation, lhe presence and power 
<>f God and the constant renewal of

·Of Christian warfare, empowering us

The Butier's Dream: He beheld 
a vine· with three branche~. and it 
was as though it budded; its blos­
soms shot forth. aud the clusters 
brought forth grapes. He took the 
grapes and pressed .them into Pha· 
Iaoh's cup, and gave the cup into 

Pharaoh's hand. 
Joseph's interpretation: The three 

branches are three days. Within 
three days Pharaoh shall lift up thy 
head and rf'store thee unto thine 
office, and thou shalt give Pharaoh's 
cup uuto him as in f(lrmer times. 

Jt>Seph in modesty naturally asks 
the butler to rern~rnber him. "Show 
me kindness aLd make mention of 
me unto Pharaoh, and bring me out 
of thi:s house: for indePd I wa:-- stolen 
a way out of the land of the Hebrews: 
and here a ~H' l ~ve I done nothing 
that they shuuld put me into the 
dungeon. " One is reminded here of 
the dying rhief: ''Lord tememher me 
when thou comest into thy ldn!.-!· 
dom" (altho the case is different). 
Nehemia~l in his cl<Jsing ' ords calb 
upon God : "Remembt>r me, 0 LIY 

God for good." J,)seph wa:-:: p lSSe ... -

sed of a patience born of God He 
could Ray moment by moment "I 
have life from a hove: morner1t by ...

Righteous wisdom and knowledge 
is unfolded at the hands of these 
beautiful angels. Do you want these 
two angels in your life? Do you 
want to warn othen of the · ·nood 
of fire that is coming. when even 
the rivers shall belch up the rolling 
flames of fire instead of wa.ter? Do 
you want knowledge and wisdom 
and joy in the Holy Spirit-to know 
God's plan of an ark that shall ride 
above the angry biHows of fire in 
that day when Jes1~s comes9' If so, 
' 'press" these angels greatly, and 
get "filled up,'' so you may be the 
means of warning to olbers. 

But. Remember! There must be 
a goinJ! dvwtz first. God's children 
who are safe in the ark will rise 
above God's anger, and be ~at~ght 
away to glory when Jesus c•; 
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again. There will be a complete 
upward lift, when high above the 
rolling billows of fire the children 
of the Lord shall be lifted to 
safety! 

But first we must "go down to the 
well of Salvation, the Water of life'' 
which Jesus Ppeal< s of in the holy 
Scriptures, when he said, "He that 
drinketh of this water shall never 
thirst."
